Recommended kits ;Newer tool (1990s) Revell 1/32 Tornado and 

Revell Monogram boxings of IDS  / ECR / RAF GR1 .
Ideal kit is the RAF GR1 kit.

This set comprises of several resin parts as follows:
Exhaust extension (1)

Mid fuselage extension (1)

Nose radome (1)

Belly plate (Skyflash recesses) (1)

Rear rails for Skyflash (2)

Wing glove extensions (marked Port and Starboard) (2)

BOL rails (2)

Chaff dispensers (2)

Rear monitors (1)

Front cockpit coaming (1)
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Remove the shaded areas of the kit part …..I would recommend removing slightly less than needed and then dry fit until you are happy with the fit .
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Remove shaded area from both fuselage sections then slide the belly plate into position.
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Mid fuselage extension shown in position.

The nose radome attaches directly to the kit front fuselage parts.
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The exhaust extension part slots into position between the main fuselage and engine bay parts without the need for any cutting of parts.
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The wing glove extensions (marked Port and Starboard ) fit over the kit part and then fill if necessary to achieve a flush finish.

The rear skyflash rails are situated towards the middle rear of the lower fuselage….as shown on this Italeri kit 
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The rear cockpit monitors replace the top part of the IDS style consoles which needs to be cut then the new monitors placed on top .
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The nose coaming is a direct replacement for the kit part which is removed from the forward fuselage sections of the kit as shown below.
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For the BOL Rails please check your references to see if the aircraft you are building carried these.
